Time-
This fundraiser takes about 3-4 months of planning for the best results, although if 


You absolutely had to it may be done in 1-2 months. 

· In order to secure a date that would fit your schedule calling ahead would be in your best interest.
· In order to grab the interest of the members, plan on having your bowl-a-thon as an over night activity, that will run from 10pm-6am  

Target Group-
This fund raiser works best when a lager group is involved, such as one of 


the Sections. The reason it works better with a lager group is because it 


brings in larger amounts of money. And the more people you get 



it is sometimes cheaper. 
Cost- 
The average Bowling alley runs about 10 dollars a person. The easiest way to 
accomplish this is by:
· Having your officers raise 50 to 100 dollars each. 

· And participants must bring 30 to 35 dollars in order to participate


The money that the officers make will go toward paying for the alley making the cost for each member that participates cheaper. And the 30 or 35 dollars will be split 5 for the alley 5 for food/supplies and the 20 or 25 dollars that is left over will be donated to the center. 
Size-
Depending on the amount of space that the bowling alley has will determine the 
amount of participants, for example:

· If there are 48 lanes you may expect to host about 250-300 people


Remember that not everyone likes to bowl so if it is possible; set aside some room 
for dancing, games, food and maybe even sleeping? 

Materials-


· Donation letters- (for officers to get money donated)
· Food 

· Napkins, paper plates, forks, knives, etc. 
· Sign up sheets for each person attending
· Donation sheet (spreadsheet works best for the set up) 
· DJ (if you would like)


Remember that you will need all this for a lot of people plan according to the amount of people attending. 

Workforce-
The more people you have the easier it is on everyone. A ten person work force is ideal, although a 6 person crew will work. 

· Chairperson
· Entertainment

· Writer & editor (donation letter, donation sheet, sign-up & advertisement)

· Food/refreshments 
· Paper products (paper plates, napkins, etc.)

· 2-3 Representatives (people who visit the alley to check the accommodations)

· Everyone will get donations

Extra- 
Prizes at this event works great, you can have: a gutter king & queen, tournament 
champion, and an over all prize for the Chapter and/or Individual who brought in 
the most donations. You might also like to sell tickets at your bowl-a-thon.
· Prizes can be donated by all the chapters that attend as a donation
