Proposal 1

Whereas, the Kern FFA Section has only nine schools, 

And, has a difficult time attracting applicants for Sectional Office,

And, has only had six or seven applicants each of the past two years,

And, the section needs at least ten applicants for the five offices space available,

Therefore, be it resolved that the following changes to the Kern Section FFA constitution be made:

Add to Article IV, Section 4.02

(C) Each chapter may nominate a maximum of two candidates to run for Sectional Office.  (add) A third, provisional application from any school may be submitted at the same time as regular applications but may only be used if the original total number of applications for the section does not reach ten (10).  Chapters will be notified about the eligibility of provisional applicants no later than the end of the day applications are due.
Rational

This proposal was suggested because our section hasn’t had a large number of candidates for Sectional Office.  This will give the section a chance to fill the officer team with involved, qualified members.  This proposal was submitted by the 2008-09 Kern Section FFA Officers team and was reviewed by the Kern Section CATA.  

Proposal 2 (only to be considered if Proposal 1 passes)
Whereas, the Kern FFA Section has only nine schools,

And, the section has a difficult time attracting enough applicants for Sectional      Office, 

And, if a school is allowed to send in 3 applications for sectional office,

And, a school that has already had the Sectional President elected at a Regional     FFA meeting, thus giving that school 4 sectional officers,

Therefore, be it resolved that the following section be substituted for Article IV, Section 4.02, Letter E of the Kern Section Constitution:

(E) Nominations for each office shall be taken from the list of eligible candidates present at the spring meeting.

(E) The chapter from which the sectional president is a member may only submit two applications for Sectional Office; One regular application and one provisional (to be used only if the total number of applications does not reach 10).  Under no circumstances will a chapter have more than three Sectional Officers in one year.  

Rational

This proposal was made to prevent a school from having 3 sectional officer applications IN ADDITION to the sectional president that was elected earlier in the year.  

This proposal was submitted by the 2008-09 Kern Section FFA Officers team and was reviewed by the Kern Section CATA.  
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
